8) Follow COVID-related policies: Don’t come to games if you feel sick. Masks are encouraged (not required). Wash hands frequently. Don’t share equip-
ment. Teams are responsible for providing their own sanitizer and should sanitize equipment frequently. Practice on/off field player distancing. No
physical contact by players, coaches, or umpires at any time unless part of on field game play. No pregame or post game handshakes by players,
coaches or umpires. No team water jugs, team coolers, or communal snhacks will be allowed. No gum, sunflower seeds, or spitting. Off field area from
1st/3rd base to behind home plate is for players of the current game only. Maximum of 4 players in actual dugout. A designated open space should be
used for each player's personal equipment which should not be within 6 feet of another player's equipment. Dispose of all trash immediately in garbage
cans.

9) Fans should socially distance and sit beyond 1st/3rd base along left/right field foul lines or behind outfield fences. No fans should be in the player area.

10) All players & fans should know all new Covid-related policies. This is only a brief summary of policies, see complete COVID-related rules for more infor-

mation. Teams are responsible for their players and fans, failure to follow these guidelines could result in cancellation of the league.
