When: June 15 - July 27, 2020 on Monday evenings. Game times will be 5:00pm — 10:00pm.
Where: Bronze & Silver Divisions play at Onalaska Omni Center (255 Riders Club Rd, Onalaska)
Gold Division (Varsity) Teams play at Central High School in La Crosse (1801 Losey Blvd., La Crosse).

How to Register:

1. DIVISIONS: There will be three divisions available, GOLD (Varsity), SILVER (JV), and BRONZE (only 9" graders). Please use a different
roster form for each division and team.

2. TEAM REGISTRATION FORMAT: Team Registration Deadline: Wednesday, May 6, 2020 for all interested teams. If entering more
than one team in a level, indicate which team should be priority #1, #2, #3 (per level) of getting into the league. Multiple
representatives from the same community must communicate with each other prior registering teams.

a. League openings will be filled using the following format:
b. Initially each community will be allowed up to one team in each level (1-Gold, 1-Silver, 1-Bronze), indicate this as priority team
#1.
c.  Then #2 priority teams from communities with multiple teams per level will be added.
i. Teams with complete rosters, signed waivers, and all fees paid will be added first.
ii. Followed by a lottery selection for the remaining openings (if needed).
d.  Then #3 priority teams from communities with multiple teams per level will be added.
3. MANAGER/COACH: All teams must have an adult (18 years or older) to serve as the coach/manager.
4. OPEN TO: Exclusively females entering grades 9-12 in the fall of 2020 (upcoming school year).
a. No exceptions for younger or older players. Example: An incoming 8th grader cannot participate in the program..
b. Players are required to sign-in prior to the match (if requested).
c. Legal Players: Players must be registered on a team roster, have all fees paid, and must wear the league T-Shirt to be eligible to
play. Players can only play on one team.
d. All participants must have a parent/guardian’s signature on the roster or a parent/guardian signed individual registration form
attach to the team’s roster in order to participate.
5. FEES: $20/per person (NO Non-resident Fees)

Each team will provide own practice balls. Game balls will be provided.

Each match will have an official.

Will follow WIAA High School Rules.

Each participant will receive a T-shirt; please indicate size on registration form.
Players must wear shirt to each match.

Teams must have a minimum of 4 players present to compete in a match.
Participants will not be responsible for setting up equipment and taking it down.
Medals will be awarded to the first and second place team at all levels.

BRONZE AND SLIVER LEAGUE GAMES WILL BE HELD MONDAY EVENINGS:
a. MONDAY EVENINGS AT ONALASKA OMNI CENTER,(255 Riders Club Rd., Onalaska WI.).

GOLD LEAGUE GAMES WILL BE HELD MONDAY EVENINGS AT
a. LA CROSSE CENTRAL HIGH SCHOOL, (1801 Losey Blvd. S., La Crosse). PARK IN THE SCHOOL
MAIN LOT BEHIND THE BUILDING. NET SET UP AT 4:30 P.M.

2020 WIAA High School rules apply. Two 30 second time-out’s. No substitution limit. Game balls provided.

Only registered players listed on the team roster are allowed to play. No switching teams or playing for
multiple teams. Violation of this will be automatic loss of all games in which an illegal player was used.

a. League open to: exclusively females entering grades 9-12 in the fall of 2020 (upcoming school year).
No exceptions for younger or older players. An incoming g" grader cannot play.

b. Players are required to sign-in prior to the match (if requested).

c. Players must be registered, have all fees paid, and must wear the league T-Shirt to be eligible to play.

GAME TIME: Games will start exactly at the time stated on the schedule. Warm-up time is allowed when the
court becomes available, prior to the scheduled start time.

a. Teams will be allowed a 5-minute grace period to begin the first game of the match. If 4 players on either
team are not present and ready to play after 10 minutes, the first game will be recorded as a forfeit. The
second game is forfeit after 15 minutes, and the third game after 20 minutes.

SCORING Games #1, #2, and #3 are played rally scoring to 25, win by one. Coaches verify your final team
scores are recorded properly by your court referee.

TEAM FORFEITS and NO-SHOWS Teams not able to make a game night should always contact the
OPPOSING MANAGER AND Holmen Park & Recreation at least 3 days before the game date. This allows us
enough time to contact the other team and possibly set-up double headers for teams to fill the empty time slot.

a. All forfeits will be counted as 3 losses for the forfeiting team (provided they contacted the opposing team
and P&R office in advance) and 3 wins for the team that did not forfeit. Six losses will be put in the
standings for no advance notification. If a team fills in for another, the results will not count against
either team in the standings, only the forfeit will be listed in the standings.

STANDINGS & AWARDS Standings will be determined by the LEAST NUMBER OF LOSSES (not most wins).
First & Second place teams in each division/pool will receive medals. If two teams are tied criteria: 1) head to
head Win/Loss record, 2) head to head points scored/allowed in all games. If more than two teams are tied
criteria: 1) Win/Loss record against tied teams, 2) total points scored/allowed against tied teams, only the
results of the forfeit.
